Youth develop important transferrable skills that
further their academic and professional career.

RECOGNIZE & REWARD

STUDENTS

High school students are making a difference through
committed involvement in volunteer and extracurricular
environmental activities. Toyota Canada Inc. and Earth
Day Canada acknowledge these valuable contributions
by providing 20 scholarships of $5 000 each to students
entering their first year of college or university, regardless
of their chosen field of study.
